4. Play a snippet and ask
people to write down
the programme.

5. Give everyone a few minutes
then move on to another
snippet. 10–15 tunes is a
good length for a round.

Top tips for playing music on Zoom 
The best way to ensure your guests can hear your audio is to ‘share audio’. 
To do this (without sharing the answers on your screen!) follow these steps: 

1. Click ‘share screen’ (in the
bottom centre of the screen)

2. Tick ‘share computer audio’

3. Click ‘advanced’ at the top

4. Click ‘share music or computer
sound only’
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
